PHILOSOPHY: (Click here for a suggestion.) Sarah, this should be what you see when you click): First of all, YOU are the boss.  The dogs will be desperately searching for a leader in our absence.  They need to know that someone worthy of their respect will be there to take care of them and give them direction. If they don’t find a leader in you, one of them will be forced to take the role and you’ll all have a hard time.  Be authoritative and don’t let them push you around.
 

They may cry if you don’t pay attention to them exactly when they want it.  Let them.  If you come when they “call,” they’ll keep calling all the time.  If they bark loudly and quickly and don’t stop, they’re probably trying to tell you about something amiss and you should try to help them.  (It may just be dogs on television.  Or the gardener outside.)  If there’s nothing wrong, thank them for warning you, tell them you’ve been warned enough, then turn around and leave them for a while.  Don’t let them be the boss!  “No” is the command whenever they are doing something wrong, including barking.  If they persist, say “no” and leave them.
WARNING:  (click here for suggestions)  Sarah, this is what clicking takes you to:  Be especially careful if you put them in the sink or on the counter or anyplace elevated.  They will try to jump to the floor and could hurt themselves badly.
Please watch for them when walking anywhere.  They are always underfoot and might cause you to fall.   
Do not allow them outside unleashed; they are easy prey for coyotes, alligators, or other predators.  Do not walk them at dawn or dusk.

FOOD ETIQUETTE AND WARNINGS  
NEVER give dogs cooked bones, chocolate, candy, raisins, grapes, onions or alcohol.  All are dangerous to their health.  
FEEDING INSTRUCTIONS:  

FEEDING TIPS  (For suggestions, click here.)  Sarah, this is what they get when they click:  If you are eating in, DON’T feed the dogs when you are eating, or even immediately before you eat (although it’s okay to feed them an hour or more before you eat). The leader, you, always eats first or at a completely different time.  If you let them eat before you, or with you, they’ll think you’re weak and not worthy of being their leader.  This will cause problems. 
If they don’t eat the food within fifteen minutes, dump it or refrigerate and wash the dishes with hot, soapy water.   Don’t worry if they don’t eat.  They’re small and don’t eat that much.  When they get hungry enough, they’ll eat.  

Ask them to run to their beds at bedtime and give them some broccoli or a tiny piece of dried liver for a bedtime treat.    
The dogs are not allowed to beg.  If they do, say “no” then ignore them. If you feed them what you’re eating even once, they’ll be a nuisance for life and I’ll have to have you shot. They are not allowed crumbs that drop accidentally (if you can help it).   
WATER:    Use purified water.  Check morning and night to make sure it’s sufficient and clean.  Wash the dish at least once daily.  TREATS:   (description, brand, and location)

ACCIDENTS:   Products to use to clean up “accidents” include…

COMMON MINOR ILLNESSES:  If they throw up once or twice, don’t worry about it.  If vomiting continues, call the vet.  Same goes if they have persistent diarrhea or blood in their stools. (Additional suggestions.)
BEDTIME:  (Explain where and when.)
LEAVING DOGS ALONE  (Do they have a special area in your home? Special bed?  Should they be segregated?)
MISBEHAVIOR:    Total punishment consists of “NO,” removal from the situation, and lack of attention for 20 minutes if the behavior is really bad.   Don’t punish them for behavior they have already discontinued; they won’t understand.  Never humiliate them.  No rubbing their noses in feces if they make a mistake.  Don’t ever spank them.   (Additional suggestions.)
